*Tee times start at 6:30 a.m.: On-site spectators for Thursday and Friday need to wake up early; gates open at 6 a.m. and the first tee time is at 6:30 a.m.

*Mobile phones permitted: Open officials prohibited cell phones starting in 2006; 2012 is the first year that the policy is reversed. Since phones are to be set to a silent mode, television viewers should not hear various
