Q. What type of seats do we have?
A. Broach Baseball Tours works very hard to obtain the best possible seating at each game regardless of the ticket price. In most stadiums we have field level seats beyond 1st or 3rd base. We have been told we often have better seats than other tour companies!

Q. Who should go?

A. Anyone who enjoys baseball and the fellowship of other baseball fans. We do not recommend children under 8 years old on our baseball dream tours but no one is too young for our Atlanta Braves Weekends. We usually have several seniors on our tours and we love you! Q. Do we stay in a hotel each night?
